Model Resolution

Here is the text of a model resolution if you want to get your union branch to support the YES campaign.

This branch recognises that:

· MPs are making critical decisions over jobs, pay, pensions and essential public services.  These are decisions that affect the lives of millions of working people across the country.  Yet only a third of MPs were elected with the support of a majority of voters in their constituencies.  

· The last election allowed the Conservatives to concentrate huge sums from millionaire Michael Ashcroft into a limited number of marginal seats, because the outcome in many “safe” seats was already clear.

· Under FPTP, voters are routinely faced with the dilemma of voting tactically for a party other their first choice, or showing their true colours in the knowledge their votes will be wasted.

We therefore resolve to:

 Support a YES vote in the national referendum on changing to the Alternative Vote, since this reform would

· require every MP have to win the support of the majority of the voters in each constituency to be elected

· counter the “Ashcroft effect” by increasing the number of seats in which the Conservatives would face a serious contest in order to win the seat

· allow every voter to show their true colours at election time, without fearing that the vote would necessarily be wasted.
